Words of Wisdom - Micah 6:1-8 2:1-11

God desires ethical living over empty ritual, compassion over performance, and
humble relationship over religious showmanship. Justice, mercy, and humility aren’t
just virtues—they’re the essence of covenant life.

Allow these words from the book of Micah in the Amplified Bible, to open up your
heart to fully understand that our true identity can only be found in a relationship
with Jesus Christ.

Hear now what the Lord is saying, “Arise, plead your case before the mountains, and
let the hills as witnesses hear your voice.

“Hear, O mountains, the indictment of the Lord, and your enduring foundations of the
earth, for the Lord has a case against His people, and He will challenge Israel.

“O My people, what have | done to you since you have turned away from Me?

And how have | wearied you? Answer Me. “For | brought you up from the land of Egypt
and ransomed you from the house of slavery, and | sent before you Moses to lead you,
along with Aaron the high priest, and Miriam the prophetess.

“My people, remember now what Balak king of Moab devised with his evil plan against
Israel and what Balaam the son of Beor answered him turning the curse into blessing
for Israel. Remember what the Lord did for you from Shittim to Gilgal, so that you
may know the righteous and saving acts displaying the power of the Lord.”

With what shall | come before the Lord to honor Him and bow myself before God on
high? Shall | come before Him with burnt offerings, with yearling calves?

Will the Lord be delighted with thousands of rams, or with ten thousand rivers of oil?
Shall | present my firstborn for my acts of rebellion, the fruit of my body for the sin of
my soul?

He has told you, O man, what is good; and what does the Lord require of you
except to be just, and to love and to diligently practice compassion, and to walk
humbly with your God setting aside any overblown sense of importance or self-
righteousness?

Word of God - 1 John 3:1-24

The Word of God comes from 1 John, chapter 3, verses 1 through 24. Today’s reading
is taken from the New Living Translation.

Now hear the word of the Lord.

This is the message you have heard from the beginning: We should love one

another. We must not be like Cain, who belonged to the evil one and killed his
brother. And why did he kill him? Because Cain had been doing what was evil, and his
brother had been doing what was righteous. So don’t be surprised, dear brothers and
sisters, if the world hates you.

If we love our brothers and sisters who are believers, it proves that we have passed
from death to life. But a person who has no love is still dead. Anyone who hates
another brother or sisterld is really a murderer at heart. And you know that murderers
don’t have eternal life within them.

We know what real love is because Jesus gave up his life for us. So, we also ought to
give up our lives for our brothers and sisters. If someone has enough money to live
well and sees a brother or sister in need but shows no compassion—how can God’s
love, be in that person? Dear children, let’s not merely say that we love each other;
let us show the truth by our actions. Our actions will show that we belong to the
truth, so we will be confident when we stand before God. Even if we feel guilty, God
is greater than our feelings, and he knows everything.

Dear friends, if we don’t feel guilty, we can come to God with bold confidence. And
we will receive from him whatever we ask because we obey him and do the things
that please him.

And this is his commandment: We must believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ,
and love one another, just as he commanded us.
